
University of Alabama Vendor Request for Waiver of Insurance 
 

Purpose of this Form.  A vendor is generally required to provide proof of insurance coverage to 
the Board of Trustees of the University of Alabama, a public corporation and constitutional 
instrumentality of the State of Alabama, acting by and through its member institution the University of

insurance.  In exchange for the University granting a waiver, and accepting the certification, vendor 
must indemnify, defend and hold harmless the University, its trustees, officers, employees, and agents

including attorney fees and cost of litigation, and liabilities arising out of, connected with, or resulting

Waiver.  The vendor rŜǉǳŜǎǘǎ ǿŀƛǾŜǊ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ¦ƴƛǾŜǊǎƛǘȅΩǎ ƛƴǎǳǊŀƴŎŜ ǊŜǉǳƛǊŜƳŜƴǘǎΦ 
 

Certification.  ¢ƘŜ ǾŜƴŘƻǊ ŎŜǊǘƛŦƛŜǎ ǘƘŀǘ ƛǘ ŘƻŜǎ ƴƻǘ ŎŀǊǊȅ ǿƻǊƪŜǊΩǎ ŎƻƳǇŜƴǎŀǘƛƻƴ ƛƴǎǳǊŀƴŎŜΣ ŀƴŘ 
vendor represents and warrants that it is not required to carry such insurance by Alabama law. 
 

Indemnification.  In exchange for the requested waiver, Vendor agrees to indemnify, defend 
and hold harmless the University and University Releasees, from and against any and all Potential 
Liabilities, as defined above.   

 
Assumption of Risk.  Vendor understands that its failure to obtain insurance entails risks, 

including risks of significant financial loss and liability.  Vendor further understands that the University 
does not provide any insurance for the protection of vendor, and that neither vendor nor its personnel 
Ƴŀȅ ƳŀƪŜ ŎƭŀƛƳǎ ƻŦ ŀƴȅ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ¦ƴƛǾŜǊǎƛǘȅΩǎ ƛƴǎǳǊŀƴŎŜ ƻǊ ƻƴ ǘƘŜ Ƨƻō ƛƴƧǳǊȅ ǇǊƻƎǊŀƳǎ ƻǊ ōŜƴŜŦƛǘǎ.  Knowing 
and understanding such risks, vendor nevertheless agrees to assume the same. 

 
Release.  In exchange for the requested waiver, vendor knowingly and voluntarily waives, 

releases, exculpates, and discharges the University and University Releasees from any and all Potential 

Liabilities, as defined above.  This is intended by vendor to discharge in advance and hold harmless the 

University and University Releasees from any and all Potential Liabilities, as defined above.  

 

LƴŘŜǇŜƴŘŜƴǘ /ƻƴǘǊŀŎǘƻǊκ{ǘŀǘǳǎ ƻŦ ±ŜƴŘƻǊΩǎ tŜǊǎƻƴƴŜƭ.  Vendor is an independent contractor 

and neither vendor nor its employees are statutory employees or otherwise entitled to any protection of 

the University or any of its insurance or benefit programs.  Vendor shall not represent, allege, or claim to 

any third party in any manner whatsoever that vendor is affiliated with, controlled by, or an agent or 

employee of University.  Vendor shall bear sole responsibility for payment of compensation to its 

personnel.  Vendor shall be solely responsible to pay and report, for all personnel assigned to

unemployment insurance applicable to such personnel as employees of vendor.  Vendor shall bear sole 



responsibility for any health or disability insurance, retirement benefits, on the job injury benefits, or 

other welfare or pension benefits, if any, to which such personnel may be entitled.  Vendor agrees to 

defend, indemnify and hold harmless the University and University Releasees from any Potential

 Compliance with Laws.  Vendor represents and warrants that it will obtain all permits and 
licenses required to perform its obligations hereunder, and will otherwise comply with all laws, 
regulations, ordinances, decrees, and orders in performing its obligations hereunder. 
 
 Law.  This agreement shall be exclusively construed in accordance with the laws of the State of 
Alabama, without regard to its conflicts of law provisions.  The University does not waive, but specifically 
reserves, all immunities to which it is entitled by federal or state law, including Article I, Section 14 of 
the Constitution of Alabama.  All claims against the University must be filed with the Alabama State 
Board of Adjustment.  To the extent not barred by immunity, nor required to be filed before the board 
of adjustment, exclusive venue and jurisdiction of all disputes shall lie in the Circuit Court of Tuscaloosa 
County, Alabama, or the United States District Court for Northern District of Alabama, Western Division.  
 
 Severability.  To the extent that any provision of this agreement is deemed invalid or 
unenforceable, the remainder of this Agreement shall remain in full force and effect. 
 
 Acknowledgement.  The undersigned warrants and represents that he has read and understood 
this document, and that he has full authority to bind vendor to the same, without any further 
requirements or corporate approvals.  In the event that vendor contests the authority of signatory, the 
signatory hereby binds himself, individually, to all the provisions hereof.
